GRADE 1-2-3

In math the grade one
class is working on writing numbers and counting to 15. The
grade 2 class is writing, building and stamping numbers to 200.
Today we will talk about all of the wonderful things we can do
for each other as Bucket Fillers and in science we will continue
to talk about living and non-living. We continue to laugh, learn
and grow.
